3) Teams & individuals will still go through their schools for payment and they will
race in school issued uniforms. It will not be any different looking then the normal
Federation Meet.

4) Nike will host the boys and girls Federation Races, along with Open Races and
the Northeast Championships.

5) Your resume is imperative to get teams into the federation meet. It is going to be
extremely hard to get in without teams going outside the section or competing
against teams who have a really good resume and get close or beat them. Just
can’t say we beat this team or we were close, time gaps, team comparison , ets.

6) If you think you have a shot at making nationals start thinking about it now and
keep an ongoing list throughout the season.
